Biographical Statement

As a visual artist Dan Gilhooley has had 18 one-person exhibitions and has participated in over 120 group shows throughout the country. Recent one-person exhibitions are Desire and Decay: The Influence of Ivan Albright on Dan Gilhooley, at Sage College in Albany, New York; and Dan Gilhooley: Drawn from Life: Images and Text at Guild Hall Museum in East Hampton. In 1991 he was elected to the National Academy of Design, the nation's oldest member ​elected professional organization in the visual arts.

As an educator, during the past twenty years he has been interim Executive Dean, Dean of Faculty and Professor of Fine Art at Suffolk County Community College. An instructor of drawing, painting and design, his students have gone on to achieve success in fine art. He continues to work with a group of eleven former students whose work was exhibited this past summer at the Water Mill Museum. A recipient of the SUNY Chancellor's Award for Professional Excellence, he is included in Who's Who Among America's Teachers.

Dan Gilhooley holds an AB and an MA in Fine Art from Hunter College, an MA in Psychoanalysis from the Boston Graduate School for Psychoanalysis, a certificate in psychoanalysis from the Center for Modern Psychoanalytic Studies in New York, and is currently completing his doctoral dissertation in clinical psychoanalysis at the C. Z. Meadow Institute of the Boston Graduate School of Psychoanalysis. He is a nationally-certified psychoanalyst in private practice in New York City and Bellport, Long Island; and serves as a fellow working with advanced candidates at the Center for Modern Psychoanalytic Studies. Recent publications include, "Analyst as an Imprisoning Cell," "Projection and Projective Identification in a Three Year Old Boy," and "Misreading and Misrepresentation in the Case of Anna O."
