ID45H HONORS:  MAKING MEANING:
AN INTRODUCTION TO REASONING AND RESEARCH

This is an interdisciplinary honors course originally designed as a capstone course for honors program graduates at the Eastern Campus.  It focuses on a comparison of research approaches from science, social science and the humanities.  In this course I have several learning objectives:

1. Students employ evaluative skills to critically examine arguments.

2. Students address basic epistemological questions which govern all research methods.

3. Students compare scientific method to metaphorical meaning making in the humanities.

4. In this writing-intensive course, students prepare weekly essays, a research paper, and produce in-class writing each week. Weekly writing assignments require progressively more complex thinking as the semester progresses.
5. Students orally present weekly readings to teach them to their classmates.

6. Students apply various concepts from science and social science to provide explanations and interpretations in literature and art.
